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      2012 Kansas Open 

 This year’s Kansas Open was held in Overland Park on June 21 and 22. CJ 
Armenta was the chief Tournament Director, assisted by Brian Yang. Bill Broich of Iowa 
ran the Open section, which was FIDE rated this year. There were 75 players – 51 in 
the Reserve section and 24 in the Open section. Michael Brooks and Ron Luther, 
both Missouri residents, both finished 4.0/5 in the Open section and tied for first. Tim 
Steiner finished with 3.5/5 and as the highest scoring Kansas resident, is the 2012 
Kansas State Champion. 

 In the Reserve section, Shaktiprasad Shimpi, Joey Kelly, and John Rebholz 
all finished 4.5/5. On tiebreaks, Joey Kelly is the 2012 Kansas Reserve State 
Champion. 

 The Kansas Quick Championship was held on June 20, with 24 players. Michael 
Brooks scored highest with a 4.5/5 score, and Brian Yang was the highest scoring 
Kansas resident with 4.0 and is this year’s Kansas State Quick Champion. 

 The Kansas Bughouse Championship was held after the Quick Championship, 
with four teams participating. Tony Dutiel and Ben Gradsky successfully defended 
their championship titles from the previous year.
